From that Spotlight...Joe Leo is a person who much like the USTA, strives “to promote and
develop the growth of tennis”. Leo, a 47 year-old resident of Macungie, Pa. values the sport
of tennis because it relieves stress and develops friendships. He has developed an ability to
deal with challenges on the court which in turn have helped him learn about himself and
apply this self-knowledge to the challenges he faces in life.
